There are some simple steps you can take to significantly reduce the risk of How do | store my bike at home?

Keep your bike out of sight and locked up—more than half of all bikes are taken
e Getagood bike lock (D-locks, thick cable locks or combination locks are from peoples property.

shop for a recommendation. Double lock it — a thief will need more tools to

steal it. If your bike is stored in a shed or garage...
e Take removable fittings with you. o Keep the door locked
¢ Always secure both the frame and wheels to an immovable object, such as o Fit a good quality lock to the door, using non-return screws

a bike rack or tree. e Cover windows with old curtains and fit wire mesh/hard board inside

e Have your bike security marked or engraved. e Install a shed alarm

e Photograph your bike, take down all your bike details on the back of this

leaflet and store in a safe place e Lock your bike up—two locks and to a ground anchor

e Lock up your bike every time you leave it, even for a few minutes, don’t lose
it!
