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Examination Breaks and Extra Time

Toilet Breaks

Students are able to have a toilet break within the examination time. The exam time is NOT paused and the break will be included in the examination time.

Extra Time
Students who have been allocated extra time through the Disability and Dyslexia Service will have the agreed percentage added to the exam time. 
Example: 2 hour examination with 25% extra time = 2 ½ hour exam.

Extra time is for time spent working on the exam.

The invigilator will alert you to the timings and you will remain seated whilst the rest of the students leave the examination room at the allotted time.

There may be other students sitting the exam with different allocated extra time, so may be leaving at different times to you.

Rest Breaks
Students may have rest breaks allocated through the Disability and Dyslexia Service, with an agreed percentage, typically 25%.
Example: 2 hour exam, with 50% extra time and 25% rest break.
Exam time = 3 hours
Rest break = 45 min rest break in total

· Rest breaks are for time away from the exam and is not included in the examination time.  

· Students are not allowed to work on the exam during their rest breaks.

· Students will need to alert the invigilator or examination assistant that they intend to use their rest break, and the invigilator/examination assistant will note down the time the exam has paused and the time it is restarted.

· Toilet breaks can be included in the rest break period if required and will not be included in the examination time, this needs to be made clear to the invigilator/examinations assistant that it is part of the rest break and not just a toilet break (to ensure time is not deducted from the exam time).

· Students can use the rest break how they need to, e.g to take a brief walk for fresh air, have a drink/food, use medication, rest eyes. 

· The rest break does not have to be taken all at once and can be broken into smaller chunks, up to the allocated time.

· The invigilator will let you know how much of your allocated rest break time you have used.

· There may be other students sitting the exam with different allocated rest breaks, so may be leaving at different times to you.
